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Lederer Memorial Trophy

The 60th Lederer Memorial Trophy was held at the Young Chelsea Bridge Club on October 28-29 2006.  Eight invited teams played 12 board matches against each other, with Victory Point scoring (part IMPs and part point-a-board).

The winners for the last two years, Ireland, were defending their title against mainly English teams, the notable exception being the All Stars, led by Zia Mahmood, with Thomas Bessis from France and Sabine Auken and Daniela von Arnim from Germany. The Gold Cup winners from 2004 and 2005 were playing (the former under the name ‘The A Team’), as well as the Schapiro Spring Foursomes winners from 2006.  

Most teams won two and lost two of their matches on Saturday resulting in a closely-packed field. The All Stars had the only big win of the day, but were pegged back when they lost the last match to England. Overnight the All Stars were leading with 140, ahead of England on 134, The A Team on 131.5 and Ireland on 127.  

 
The All Stars and England both won their first two matches on Sunday, while The A Team and Ireland lost both theirs. The All Stars then narrowly won against Ireland on VuGraph, but England stumbled against the surprise team of the tournament, the Young Chelsea Champions. The All Stars’ win saw a number of Lederer records broken; Zia’s seventh win puts him ahead of all other competitors; at 22, Thomas Bessis is the youngest ever winner; and Sabine Auken and Daniela von Arnim are the first women’s pair to win for 36 years.
